In accordance with the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CCTC) regulations, The National Hispanic University is offering a California Teachers of English Learners (CTEL) Program leading to the CLAD Certification. 

The CTEL program consists of 12 semester units (4 courses) of graduate study. Candidates complete the program in four two week sessions. 

Cost for each course is $550 per person for a total cost of $2,200 for the complete program.  Candidates wishing to receive university credit are responsible for an additional $70.00 per unit or $210 per course.
Students completing this CCTC-approved program will receive their CLAD Certificate and are not required to take the CTEL test.
